Water Services in Ireland – Organisational modernisation and new challenges 

As 2012 approaches, the water services sector in Ireland is facing a period of structural/organisational modernisation with new challenges to be addressed at all levels. The Programme for National Recover 2011-2016 contained a commitment to create Irish Water, a new State company to take over responsibility for key water/waste water functions from the 34 local authorities and to supervise and accelerate the investment needed to upgrade water services infrastructure. The programme also contains an objective “to install water meters in every household in Ireland and move to a charging system”. In addition, Government has committed to the introduction of new legislation setting performance standards for existing septic tanks and other on-site wastewater treatment systems and to the introduction of an inspection and monitoring system for such systems in response to an ECJ judgment. The WSTG Annual Conference continues to provide a forum for discussion of such topical issues for representatives of all stakeholders involved in water services delivery and provision of associated infrastructure.
