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FOG problems associated with Industrial discharges:
For this type of FOG discharge there should be a trade effluent licence in place.
Stage 1

The first stage is to check with this department if there is actually a licence to discharge in place.

Stage 2

If there isn’t suggest to the Trade Effluent Department that there should be one.  You might need to work with them to establish the tolerable level of FOG for the licence.

Stage 3
If there is a licence in place and you notify the Trade Effluent Department that there is a FOG problem in this area, they should begin monitoring and sampling this discharge.

Stage 4 

You will need to work with the Trade Effluent Department to establish if the industry is discharging the right amount.  If they are you will have to find another FOG discharger that is contributing to the problem.  This may require a walk of the site, above ground, to see what other premises may be discharging to that sewer. This could be confirmed later with CCTV surveys.  

Stage 5
If the Trade Effluent Department discover the industry is breaching their licence by discharging too much FOG they should begin prosecution procedures.  
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
